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Instructions: Compose a paragraph of 7-10 sentences that describes one of the drinks you tried during the “tasting”. 
The following will be evaluated:

1) Sentence Variety. You must use sentence variety. You should aim to use one of each of the 4 sentence types (simple, compound, complex, compound-complex) in your paragraph.
2) Paragraph structure. Your paragraph must have a topic sentence, a clincher sentence, be supported by details and include at least 7 sentences. You are free to go beyond the parameters of the assignment. 
3) Word choice and arrangement (diction). Your paragraph must include the following stylistic devices:

· strong verbs (action words: run, talk, explain…)
· adjectives and at least one dual adjective (describes two things at once ex: a big cat and dog)
· 2 adverbs (modifies a verb: The teacher quickly explained the concept)
· simile (Comparison using “like” or “as”) or metaphor (comparison generally using “is”) 
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Keep in mind: If you can create a unified, imaginative, and engaging paragraph about something you drank out of a Dixie cup, then you can write 

My name is Gary Chahal and I respect this assignment.
