· The British Empire was at its largest at the end of World War I, consisting of over 25% of the world's population and area.

· The British Empire lasted more than three and a half centuries

· Commercial interests, rather than territorial ambition, dictated the growth of the early Empire

· British ships took manufactured goods and spirits to West Africa to exchange them for slaves which they took to the West Indies and the southernmost of the Thirteen Colonies. 

· The ships then returned to Britain with cargoes of cotton, rum, sugar, and tobacco, produced mainly by the labour of the slaves. Britain's prosperity was bound up with the slave trade, until it became illegal 1807

· Britain was starting to emerge as the leading industrial nation

·  In the 19th and early 20th centuries, the Empire made Britain one of the richest and most powerful nations in the world. 


· British missionaries of all denominations took the Christian religion throughout the Empire.
