1. Goal: To combine the notes from your group members.

2. Goal: To create 4 thesis statements (or questions) based on:

a) Theme

b) Character

c) Conflict

d) Symbolism
You can state a thesis and then prove it; you can use a quote, or ask a question…

3. Must be specific:

a) With specific reference to the novel, discuss the statement: “Death ends a life, not a relationship”
b) Discuss how Morrie convinces Mitch of the value of “living life to the fullest”.
c) Throughout the novel, Joe’s addiction to Candy is as destructive as Candy’s addiction to drugs. With specific reference to the novel, prove this statement.
d) Compare and contrast how Kate’s illness affects 2 different members of her family (example Sarah & Anna or Sarah & Brian etc.)
e) With direct reference to the novel discuss the theme that one must never give up on hope, no matter what the circumstances
f)  Discuss the various techniques Dashner uses to create sustained suspense and reader engagement
