THE RAILWAY: SCANDAL AND SURPRISE KEY
-1871 – BC enters Confederation with Promise of Railroad Link


-Railroad will block assimilation from USA

-Hugh Allan (Major industrialist) will build it. 


-American Backing. $$$

-1871 Forms Canadian Pacific Railway
-1872 – Election, John A. Wins by small margin

-Needs money to win – offers Hugh Allan the contract in exchange for money to run election.

-1873 – “Pacific Scandal” – MacDonald’s bribes found out. 



-He resigns and loses election. 

-1878: National Policy is election platform. 

1. Protective Tariffs (make US products more expensive to 
encourage Canadians to buy from Canada) – See P. 197

2. Western Settlement: Farms to produce for Export

-Keep west agrarian, keep east industrial (() 
3. CPR –Need railway to tie nation together. 
-1881, Feb 1st – CPR syndicate gets contract for Railway. 


-William Van Horne in charge of construction: efficient and quick. 


-Awful working conditions.: Dust, insects, filth, bad diet.

-1885 – Northwest Rebellion Breaks out; Use CPR to get troops there

-Government looks efficient and quick. 

-1885 Nov 7th - Last Spike: Craigellachie in BC (gold) (Page 201)
