You must include somehow a “Big Idea” statement about the conditions that allow dictators to rise to power.  
Suggestions: Video, Powerpoint, Memes, Skit, Comic, written script, or your choice, timeline (Let me know).

Grading: You will be graded on your planning sheet (on the rear of this page), which must list the page number in the text/other source where your material was found. It must also explain how the information you used shows an accurate understanding of your character’s contributions to history.  You must also construct an accurate bibliography.
