	1.Alliteration

Example: Peter Piper Picked a Peck of Pickled Peppers

Mnemonic: aLLiteration

LL is a repetition of consonants

	2.Contrast

Example: Fire and Ice

Black and White

Mnemonic: Con= negative or difference

	3.Free-verse

Example: The sounds I hear some new and strange, 
some beautiful, some old.
Even though they don't mean much,
I think I mean much to them,
They listen to me when I have to say something
and I listen to them when they 'talk'
The one thing I know is that,
the sounds I hear they hear me.

Mnemonic: Free from rhythm or rhythm

	4.Hyperbole

Example: Example: “Its going to take a lot to drag me away 

              From you, there’s nothing that a hundred men or

               More could ever do” Karl Wolf “Africa”

               Mnemonic: Hyper=too much energy

	5.Imagery

Example: “Hit me like a ray of sun, burning though my darkest night” Halo Beyonce

Mnemonic: Image=picture

	6.Irony

Situational: Opposite of what was expected happens

Verbal: Say something and mean the opposite

Dramatic: Author knows something that characters in the story do not. 

Example: The policeman eat the murder weapon (the lamb) at the end of the story, Paris does not know Juliet is married  when he says “happily met, my lady and my wife” The narrator confesses at the end of the “Tell Tale Heart”

	7.Metaphor

Example: “You can’t read my poker face” Lady Gaga Poker Face (comparing a relationship to a game of poker)

	8.Mood

Example: Serious, somber, light,

Mnemonic: Doom is mood backwards. Doom is a feeling a story can have. 



	9.Onomatopoeia

Example: Example: “Boom, Boom Pow” Black Eyes Peas

Mnemonic: Sound words

	10.Personification

Example: Example: "Hip Hop is Dead" Nas

Mnemonic: Has the word PERSON in it. \

	11.Pun

That joke was very punny! 

Mnemonic: A bad Pun is a punishment

	12.Rhyme

Example: Example: “Biggie Biggie Biggie can't you see
SometimSometimes your words just hypnotize me”  

Notorious BIG “Hypnotize”



	13.Repetition

Example: “Just a small town girl, livin in a lonely world, she took the midnight train going anywhere. Just a city boy, born and raised in South Detroit, He took the midnight train going anywhere “Don’t Stop Believing” Journey

Mnemonic: repeTITIon (TI TI is repeated)

	14.Sarcasm

Example: Saying: “I love that dress,” when you really think it is the ugliest thing you have ever seen

	15.Simile

Example: Life is LIKE a box of chocolates

Mnemonic: Simile sounds like similar which is what the author is saying about the 2 objects when they use a simile

	16.Speaker

Example: K-OS in Crabbuckit

Mnemonic: The Person SPEAKING the Poem

	17.Stanza



	18.Symbolism

Example: A heart symbolizes love

	19.Theme

Example: The theme of The Glass Castle is that with hard work one can move beyond their poor upbringing

Mnemonic: THE MEssage

	20.Tone

Example: critical, sarcastic,  bitter

	21.Understatement

“the man who welcomes the cattle into the building” (at a Slaughterhouse)

Mnemonic: Under Stating something (less than it is)

	22.Connotation

Example: Ladies = refined

	23.Denotation

Example: Ladies = female human over the age of 18.

Mnemonic: D=Denotation and Dictionary Definition
