CHAPTER 4 – METIS CLUES TO READ – SS10
1. Smallpox: European disease that killed off entire aboriginal villages in Canada between 1700-1900
2. Fur Trade: This economic activity resulted in 4000 whites taking aboriginal wives and forming the Metis
3. Semple: Reactionary leader of Selkirk Settlers who led his men against Cuthbert Grant at the battle of 7 oaks
4. HBC: Had a “stay by the bay” policy which gave them a disadvantage in the Fur Trade; Sold Ruperts land 1869
5. NWC: Company that encouraged fur traders to marry aboriginal wives to ensure trade alliances.
6. List of Rights: Metis demanded right to vote if own lan/were 21, to defer any federal gvnt laws, to elect assermbly
7. Liberal Democrat: A person who tries to help others: Lord Selkirk, Gandhi, Martin Luther King jr
8. For Garry: The center of government in Rupert’s land (HBC runs it) – taken over by Riel during rebellion



9. Canada Party: Racist political party started by Orange Order – goal was to take over red river colony; join Canada
10.Bois Brule:  Term used to describe the children of fur traders/aboriginals – refered to their skin tone, French word.
11. Metis:  French word meaning “mixed” which refered to the children of aboriginals and fur traders.
12. Orange Order: Group of racist Scottish settlers: JC Shultz and Thomas Scott were a part; arrested by Riel.
13. Manitoba: “Postage Stamp” province created on may 2nd, 1869. Result of the sale of ruperts land/metis rebellion
14. G. Simpson:  Kept a character book; rode on horseback from HBC post to HBC post; extreme micro manager.
15. Garnet Wolesley: Sent by John A. Macdonald to make peace in Red River and to trap Riel. 
16. Land Surveyors: 1 cause for why the Metis revolted; showed up and began to carve up Metis land.
17. NWC: Duncan Cameron was the leader of this company, helped stir the Metis to rebel by encouraging them
18. Lord Selkirk: Idealistic man who sought to help Scottish farmers find new land to own.
19. Thomas Scott: Vitriolic racist whose death sparked John A. Macdonald and English Canada to hunt for Riel.
20. Rupert’s Land: Vast area of land that would eventually become the Northwest Territories/Sale caused tension.
21. Bison Hunt: Rules centered around safety – no one run bison before order, no hunt on Sabbath
22. Land Title: The Metis had lived on the land for centuries but had no legal claim to it, cause of rebellion. 
23. Montrealers: After the fall of New France, this group formed the NWC run from major Can. East city.
24. Cuthbert Grant: Leader of the Metis in 1814 who triumphs at the battle of 7 oaks.
25. Miles MacDonell: Issues the Pemmican Proclamation which results in Metis unrest. 
26. Saddle Horses: Horses used to carry Metis equipment during buffalo hunt; very strong.
27.Buffalo Runners: Swift Horses used to hearing guns discharge; most likely to be injured by a gopher.
28. Duncan Cameron: Self-serving NWC leader who helps Cuthbert grant.
29. Metis National Committee: Group formed by Riel to advocate for Metis Rights.
30. Metis List of Rights: Right to vote, right to elect own legislative council – list created by Riel.
31. Enclosure: Main reason behind why Lord Selkirk bought land and brought Settlers to Manitoba.
32. John A. MacDonald: Prime Minister during time of Riel Rebellions.
33. John Christian Shultz: A Dr. Who arrived in Red River and started a racist newspaper called the Norwester.
