1. Incorporated into your sentences smoothly.

2. Do not stand on their own.

	COMMON ERRORS:

1. Avoid “I, we, me, in my opinion.” ; Avoid contractions “is not” instead of isn’t 
	
	

	CONCLUSION

1. Re-states thesis

2. Briefly summarizes points used to prove thesis.
