1950s:  Canada boomed. 165,000 Refugee’s or Displaced Persons (those uprooted from the war) sought refuge in Canada. 
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People moved to suburbs and forget war by buying material goods.  Consumer society was fueled by Television; commercials invited Canadian citizens to buy, buy buy!

The allure of US movies, magazines and culture led the Canadian government to establish the Massey Commission in 1949. Concluded that Canada must be protected from US culture.
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-Commission recommended that the National Film board be strengthened; government should fund arts & universities & encourage Canadian authors and artists.

-In 1968 the CRTC (Canadian radio-television and telecommunications commission) was formed to regulate the amount of foreign material broadcast over Canadian airwaves. 
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1950- 1970. TransCanada highway: Newfoundland to Victoria.

1954-59 – St. Lawrence Seaway. Link Atlantic with Great lakes. 

1959 – TransCanada pipeline. Transport gas from West to Industrial East cheaply. 
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1949 -- March 31 Newfoundland becomes part of Canada. 

1966- Medical Care Act: Universal Healthcare.
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1. Trudeaumania: Trudeau was a celebrity; wanted a “just society”. Government has duty to protect rights of citizens and to foster their economic and social well-being.
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2. Youthquake: Because of Baby Boom – North America is full of young people.  Develop a culture of protest.  (Hippies, Promiscuity, Drugs, Rock Music)

3. Women’s Movement: Feminism: right to work, be treated equal, paid maternity leave, government should help get rid of gender bias in society. 

4. Environmental movement. Begin to see need to control pollution, recycle, more fuel efficient automobiles. Green Peace was created in 1970 in BC. 
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OPEC (Organization of Petroleum Exporting Countries) refuses to sell oil to countries that support Israel. Gas prices jump 400% Leads to NEP. Canadians urged to reduce consumption of oil, and PET won’t let Alberta hike oil prices. ALBERTA= Mad
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1. Quebec (believe self is distinct society) has a referendum to leave Canada.

2. Western Alienation (Prairies/BC resent power in Ottawa); NEP upsets Alberta


NEP: National Energy Program: Freeze Alberta Oil Prices; Tariffs on Oil to help 


Offset cost of oil from overseas; + transfer payments to poorer provinces.
