Know Short Story Terms and how to pick each out of a text.

Hints for preparing for the non-fiction texts:  You will have two text to read:

1. Read the questions first


3. Put the answer booklet next to the readings

2. Circle answers as you read


4. Go with you first gut instinct answer.

· Your response must be more than one paragraph and should be approximately one page in length.

· organize your thoughts appropriately in sentences and paragraphs

· Use vocabulary that is interesting and effective; use literary devices/poetic devices; imagery

· Remember our creative writing unit and how we learned to write effectively

·  OR – you may choose to write a formal essay where:

Paragraph 1 is the introduction and contains the thesis statement.  It should also include the three works that will be discussed in the essay.

Paragraphs 2, 3 and 4 each have a topic sentence and each discuss a different work of literature or film with examples relating to the essay topic.
Paragraph 5 is generally short and simply sums up your main ideas and restates your thesis sentence in a different way.

Hint: Topics will deal with Choices/Decisions and their consequences. Or Relationships and their impacts on our lives.  *THERE WILL BE NUMEROUS CHOICES.
