Field Trip. Students must leave the class and take a tour of the alley behind Tim Horton’s. They must take a picture of 4 tags, and 4 examples of street art using digital camera’s or their personal cellphones.  They will need to take pictures, and then put into a powerpoint or email them to jfitton@summer.com
Students must do the following:

1. Present to the class what they think the tags mean or the art means. (think symbols/colours/words)

2. Rate it out of 10

3. Use 5 graffiti terms from the teacher slideshow in their presentation. 

Graffiti Terms:

Toy: An insult to an artist (saying they are just “playing” with graffiti and are not good at it)

Tag: Most basic writing of an artist's name. A graffiti writer's tag is his or her personalized signature. 

One or “Oner”:  Means the artist works alone.

Cru or “Krew”: Or a crown with multiple stars means there are multiple people who do the same tag. 

Throw-up/bombing: Normally painted very quickly with two or three colors, sacrificing aesthetics for Piece: A more elaborate representation of the artist's name, incorporating more stylized letters, usually incorporating a much larger range of colors. 

Wildstyle: a form of graffiti usually involving interlocking letters and connecting points.
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
