CONFLICT

· President of St. Laurent: in charge of maintaining order, esp when it came to bison hunt

· Métis who were not members of his community began hunting before the official hunt began.

· The Problem: Bison had been all but eliminated and the Métis had very little to eat or trade.

· Dumont arrested and fined the participants of the illegal hunt

· Those arrested appealed to Clarke

· Clarke issued a warrant for the arrest of Dumont and others

· Though the Canadian gov’t agreed that Dumont was right, they did not stop Clarke’s actions

· Dumont and his men received only minor fines, but this escalated the conflict between the HBC and the Métis, as it destroyed the validity of the Métis Rules of the Hunt, made them feel that they were powerless and that they could not conserve their livelihood.
