Questions:

1. Provide evidence to support which object in class was used as the murder weapon. How do you know?

2. Are there any “large spots” – what does this mean?

3. Are there any small spots? – What does this mean?

4. Are there any elongated blood splatters? –What does this mean?

5. Are there any contact splatters? –What does this mean?
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6. Are there any voids? What does this mean?

7. Is there any “cast off?” What does this mean?

8. How was the person struck, from the side, the front, the rear? Were they taller or shorter than the person hit? Explain how you know?
