Ablutophobia – fear of bathing, washing, or cleaning
Achluophobia – fear of darkness
Acrophobia – fear of heights
Agoraphobia – fear of places or events where escape is impossible or when help is unavailable. Fear of open spaces or of being in public places. Fear of leaving a safe place

Agrizoophobia – fear of wild animals
Aichmophobia – fear of sharp or pointed objects (such as a needle or knife)

Algophobia - fear of pain

Aquaphobia – fear of water. As well as an archaic name for rabies
Arachnophobia – fear of spiders
Atychiphobia – fear of failure
Aviophobia, Aviatophobia – fear of flying
Chromophobia - fear of bright colors

Claustrophobia – fear of having no escape and being closed in

Coulrophobia – fear of clowns (not restricted to evil clowns)

Emetophobia – fear of vomiting
Paraskevidekatriaphobia – fear of Friday the 13th
Gelotophobia – fear of being laughed at

Glossophobia – fear of speaking in public or of trying to speak

Halitophobia – fear of bad breath
Haphephobia – fear of being touched

Necrophobia – fear of death and/or the dead
Nosocomephobia – fear of hospitals
Nosophobia – fear of contracting a disease
Nyctophobia – fear of darkness

Omphalophobia – fear of bellybuttons

Ophthalmophobia – fear of being stared at

Ornithophobia - fear of birds

Phobophobia – fear of having a phobia

Pteromerhanophobia – fear of being on an airplane
Spectrophobia – fear of ghosts and phantoms

Triskaidekaphobia, Terdekaphobia – fear of the number 13
Trypanophobia  fear of needles or injections

Apiphobia – fear/dislike of bees (also known as melissophobia, from the Greek melissa "bee")

Arachnophobia – fear/dislike of spiders and other arachnids
Cynophobia – fear/dislike of dogs
Murophobia – fear/dislike of mice and/or rats
Ophidiophobia – fear/dislike of snakes
