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Your assignment is to read a novel of your choice and show evidence of a detailed analysis through the use of Post-It notes. You must make a minimum of a dozen observations about the book. Each observation should be written on a Post-It note, or recipe card, and posted on the page to which the observation refers.

Consider commenting on the following aspects of the novel: the introduction, setting, mood, character development, conflict, foreshadowing, suspense, irony, theme, imagery, humor, symbolism, personal reaction, personal connection…or chose any term off of your provincial exam terms to know sheet
Observations should meet the following criteria:

* number each note.
* make certain that the notes are fairly evenly distributed throughout the novel.
* include a heading for each note that indicates to which element of fiction the observation refers. (for example, setting character development, theme…)
* choose from at least 5 different elements of fiction (see handout for Children’s Zoo). Include a note about the conclusion.
* include a direct reference for each observation. Must be properly cited.
* Work the direct reference directly into your sentences.

* keep in mind that I may not have read the novel. Make sure that you include enough detail that you clearly explain the element of fiction that you are trying to illustrate.

* provide an overall opinion of the novel as your last note including a rating of 1-10.Focus on one or two specific reason you liked or disliked the novel and explain.

Evaluation: The assignment will be marked on the 6 point scale and worth a total of 60 marks. Hand in the novel with the attached notes.
